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Basic Pinyin rules:

1)) Flacement of tone marks: 4 tones phas the hight tone; tone marks are always above the vowels: (Le. l5lalalala). Place the tone mark in the order of "a,
0,8l i

2) Abbreviation: for Ponym "iou”, "uei” or "uen”, the muddle vowel is dropped. They are spelt as "m”, "w" and "un" in wnting. (1.e. "Imes” 1s spelt as
"Ini”; “kuen” 1s spelt as "kun”)

3) Remove of the 2 dots in 8™ When a final with "i" come after the initials "j", "g" or "x", the two dots on top of "i" are removed. (Le. "ju”, "qu" or
"su”). However, if "i" follows after the initials 1" or "n", the two dots on top of " will remain, (Le. k", "oi").

4) Using "y" and "w" as Initials: Fimals "1", "u" or "ii", if without mitial before it, "y" or "w" needs to be added.
